ADDENDUM #1 TO
PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT

This Agreement is to serve as an addendum to the Professional Services Agreement entered into between Kerr County, Texas (“Client”) and Groves and Associates, Inc. (“Consultant”) on January 26, 2009, and approved by the Kerr County Commissioners’ Court in its Order No. 31175.
WHEREAS, Client and Consultant mutually seek to extend the services of Consultant provided in the Professional Services Agreement.

1. Client and Consultant reaffirm and ratify all the scope of services, terms, and conditions set forth in the Professional Services Agreement except as set forth herein.
2. Commissioner Jonathan Letz will be the principal point of contact for Kerr County. Status reports to Kerr County Commissioners’ Court will be provided as requested by Commissioner Letz.

3. Additional services to be provided by Consultant are described as follows: 

Providing coordination and technical assistance to Kerr County Commissioners Court to expedite completion of the Facility Plan and submittal of the application for Design Funds from TWDB for the Center Point waste water program.

4. For the additional services rendered by Consultant, Client agrees to pay Consultant at $200.00 per hour for a maximum of $10,000.00 through the period necessary to complete the Project grant application as necessary to be accepted by Texas Water Development Board. Consultant’s invoice for these additional services shall describe the service performed and time expended for each service.
